Sports Safety Coordinator’s Report (Steven Bills) 
The health and well being of players and spectators is of paramount importance to your committee. The club has the responsibility to provide a safe environment, not only to reduce the potential of injury but also to meet duty of care requirements. The Holdfast Tennis Club will continue its formal sports safety policy, designed to align with Sports Medicine Australia guidelines and practices. The Sports Safety Coordinator for the 2007-08 season is Steven Bills. Players and parents are encouraged to contact the Sports Safety Coordinator with any sport’s safety related issues or queries.

Playing tennis in the heat (NB a lack of proper fluids will negatively affect your playing performance)
· Follow a proper warm up / stretching routine before and after the game (keep warm-ups to a minimum in the heat).

· Drink plenty of fluids (e.g. water, juice, milk, sport drinks) throughout the day. Do not drink alcohol.
· Get plenty of sleep. Inadequate rest can make players less tolerant of the heat. 

· When playing or training in the sun, use light clothing, a hat and sunscreen.
· If you feel dizzy, light headed, get muscle cramp, or feel generally unwell, stop playing immediately and ask for help.

Family: ($20 discount for the 2nd member; $40 discount for the 3rd member; $60 discount for the 4th member; $80 discount for the 5th member (except for night tennis).

Night competition: $7 per night (or $20 per week for a family of 3 or 4). No registration fee.
* If you cannot pay the full fee at registration we will accept $80 on Registration Day and the balance by the 2nd week of matches (non payment of the balance by then will result in not being able to play until full payment is received). Direct debits will also be considered.
